The Northern Ohio Poison Center (NOPC), based at UH Rainbow Babies &

Children Hospital, serves the poison information needs of 24 counties in

Northern Ohio. Available 24/7 through a national toll-free number,

1-800-222-1222, the 15 Poison Information Specialists handled over 60,000

calls from the citizens of their call area in 2009. The registered nurses have an extensive training in
toxicology, with direct oversight by the only 3 board-certified toxicologists in Northern Ohio. The
service is free to all members of the public, and we are a particularly valuable resource to healthcare
facilities and first responders.

The Poison Information Specialists can provide immediate management of accidental or intentional
exposures to drugs, chemicals, insecticides, plants, bites or stings, whether of a household,
industrial, or environmental nature. The NOPC is certified by the American Association of Poison
Control Centers, and contributes to the National Poison Database System (NPDS), the largest
toxicology database in the world. The NPDS logged over 3 million entries in 2009, and real-time
surveillance is performed on the information that the 57 certified poison centers are uploading to it
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constantly.
